Testing Fees

Cost for the complete GED battery is $75, or $15 per test or retest.

Registration Procedures

Orientation:  Prospective examinees must attend a GED Pre-Registration Session which is scheduled on Wednesdays at 1:00 p.m.  Bates Orientation session occurs prior to administration of the first test.  This is a 75-minute information session regarding the tests, testing center rules, and testing center procedures.  Examinees should bring an official government-issued photo ID such as a driver's license, state ID card, or passport. There is no cost requirement for this session.
Sign-Up for Testing:  Appointments for testing are required in advance.  Examinees need to complete registration 15 minutes prior to testing.  The test fee is non-refundable.  GED tests are offered at Bates on Tuesdays and Thursdays.  Examinees need to arrive in the test center 15 minutes prior to scheduled test times and present an official government-issued photo ID such as a driver's license, state ID card, or passport, and payment receipt for each test.

The test times are: 

Tuesdays, 8:15 a.m. (Language Arts - Writing), 11:00 a.m. (Language Arts - Reading), and 1:15 p.m. (Social Studies).  Thursdays from 8:15 a.m. (Math) and 10:30 a.m. (Science).

Accommodated testing is available for those who have a documented disability established by a licensed health care provider in specific areas of need.  Please contact 360-680-7236 for additional information.  The testing center also has different language versions of the tests.
