Testing Fees

The fee is $75 to test once in each of the five subjects.  Retesting fee is $18 per test.

Payment is required prior to making an appointment to test.  During the required GED Orientation, you will be given a Proctor Fee slip to take to the Cashier's Office, W201F, to pay the fee.

Registration Procedures

Sign-Up for Testing:  New examinees must complete the LWIT GED Orientation prior to scheduling an appointment to begin testing.  Testing is by appointment only – each Thursday; schedule may be changed/modified due to staffing, college schedule changes and/or holidays.  Arrive 15 minutes early for your scheduled test session; if you are late, you will need to re-schedule.  Examinees may make an appointment to test at any of the following times:  8 a.m., 10:30 a.m., or 2 p.m.  Examinees may take up to three tests in one day or take individual tests over a period of time.  Current, government-issued photo ID is required for testing (driver's license, state ID card, military ID card, certificate of US citizenship or naturalization, alien registration or passport).  Examinees will need proof of Washington residency, a phone number and address.  Examinees will need their Social Security number or a GED XID number will be assigned.

Orientation:  New examinees are required to attend a GED Orientation in the Assessment Center, room W204.  GED orientations are available on a walk-in basis, Monday through Wednesday, between 8 a.m. and 3:30 p.m., and can be completed in approximately 45 minutes.

Driving directions to main college campus

From I-405 southbound: 
Take the NE 124th Street exit; turn left on NE 124th.  Drive past three intersections and turn right on Slater Road.  Continue on Slater Road and turn left at the first signal, NE 120th Street.  The College will be on your right (use the East Entrance for Student Services.)  Navigate to the parking lot at the south end of the West building.  Parking is free.

From I-405 northbound:
Take the Kirkland/Redmond exit #18; turn right toward Redmond.  At 132nd Avenue NE, turn left.  Continue north about two miles.  The college will be on your left.  Parking is free.

Coming from Seattle: 
Take either SR-520 or I-90 eastbound; exit onto I-405 northbound.  Follow the I-405 northbound directions above.
