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Testing Fees

Cost for all five sections of the GED exam is $75 payable at least one day prior to actual first test.  If examinees have tested somewhere else, they should bring official score report to information session and will only need to pay $15 for retest fee or for any tests they need to take to complete the GED series.

Registration Procedures
Sign-Up for Testing:  Scheduled testing occurs once a week.  To schedule a test, call during regular business hours, Monday – Thursday 8 a.m. – 6 p.m. and Friday 8 a.m. – 4 p.m.  

Information Session:  Examinees must first attend an Information Session (Pre-registration) held monthly.  Call to sign up for the mandatory Information Session.

Other Information
GED Test Preparation Classes:  For students who need to build their basic skills in preparation to take the GED, GED Preparation courses (all subjects) are offered on campus, as well as, classes just for math (various levels) are offered.  GED online preparation courses are also available; contact Tina Prentiss (tprentiss@oc.ctc.edu).  

Students enrolling in Adult Education/GED Preparation classes MUST attend an orientation class before enrolling.  In class they will learn about the program, set learning goals, take placement tests to determine the classes they will need, and register.  A fee of $25 per quarter is charged.  Waivers are available for low-income students.
