Testing Fees

GED (General Educational Development), test fee is $75 first time, $15 for retakes.  If you began your GED at another testing center, the fee for each test is $15 (even if you paid $75 at another college).  Payment is made at the Cashier’s counter in the FOSS building.
Registration Procedures
Sign-Up for Testing:  The GED is taken in lieu of a high school diploma.  Students must first attend the GED Registration, which enables students to take the GED exam.  All segments of the test cannot be taken in the same day so please check the schedule for availability.  Those taking the GED will need to bring some type of state-issued ID (driver's license, passport, military or tribal ID).  If you are under 19, you must bring a completed Request for Approval to Test GED form, signed by a high school principal or counselor. FROM SEATTLE (South)

· I-5 North to 145th Street (Take Exit 175) 

· Turn left over the freeway on 145th Street 

· Continue along 145th Street to Aurora Avenue (Hwy 99)

· Turn left at 160th Street

· Continue on 160th Street through one stop light (Dayton Avenue) to Stop Sign at Greenwood Avenue North

FROM BELLEVUE / KIRKLAND (East)

· Take either I-90 or Highway 520 across Lake Washington 

· Go North on I-5 to 145th Street (Take Exit 175) 

· Turn left over the freeway on 145th Street 

· Continue along 145th Street to Aurora Avenue (Hwy 99) 

· Turn right onto Aurora Avenue 

· Continue north Aurora Avenue to 160th Street

Other Information
GED Test Preparation Classes:  GED students review skills and learn test-taking strategies to pass the GED examination and receive a high school equivalency certificate.  Students who are at least 16 years old, are not enrolled in a high school, and who are U.S. citizens, immigrants, permanent residents, or refugees are eligible for these classes.  Morning classes meet daily, 10 hours/week; Tuesday/Thursday evening classes meet 5 hours/week.  To enroll, students may come to room 5229 on the Shoreline Campus, or call (206) 546-5827 for more information.  They will be placed on a list for the next open starting date.  There is a $25 fee per student, per quarter, but students who can show that they are low income are not required to pay.  Other costs include the cost of textbooks and parking for students who drive.
