Testing Fees

Fees are due before testing begins and are non-refundable.  Tests 1-5:  One payment of $75 preferred, but paying $15 per test is possible.  Retakes:  $15 each, due before retesting begins.  Payment can be made with cash, local check, or money order made payable to United Indians.  We do not accept credit or debit cards.
Registration Procedures

Sign-Up for Testing:  The testing center schedule varies from month to month.  The current schedule is available at http://unitedindians.org/ged/gedschedule.html.  The current schedule can also be attained outside the GED office, by calling (206) 723-6288, can be received monthly via email by contacting us at smyrene@unitedindians.org.   No pre-registration is necessary.  Show up on day of testing with valid photo, payment, and any required paperwork.  Photo ID required:  NO ID – NO TEST!  NO EXCEPTIONS!  A valid photo ID can include Driver's license, state/tribal/military ID, passport (any country), resident alien card or matricula consular.  Please arrive by the beginning of the testing session and sign in on clipboard at the GED office; fill out the demographic papers in the waiting area and return them to the GED examiner, then take a seat in our waiting area until your name is called.  Examinees who arrive later may find there is not enough time to take the test they want and/or no available seats remaining.  Testing is conducted on a first come first serve basis.  We do not make appointments or accept reservations.

Directions 

Testing Center Location:  Rainer Lion’s Club Insight Center, 2nd floor.  The building is across the street from Bike Works.  Walk in our front door, head up the stairs, and then head left to the GED office to sign in.
DRIVING DIRECTIONS COMING FROM SOUTH OF SEATTLE

Get on I-5 N toward SEATTLE

Take the M L KING WAY exit- EXIT 157

Merge onto MARTIN LUTHER KING JR WAY S. and drive for 4.0 miles

Turn RIGHT onto S. FERDINAND STREET and drive 2 ½ Blocks (0.26 miles)

DRIVING DIRECTIONS COMING FROM NORTH OF SEATTLE

Get on I-5 heading south
Take the I-90 E/DEARBORN STREET/AIRPORT WAY exit - EXIT 164 - toward BELLEVUE/SPOKANE/4TH AVE S.
Go 0.8 miles and stay to the right & reduce your speed
Take the DEARBORN STREET exit 

At the first traffic light turn LEFT onto S. DEARBORN STREET and drive 0.4 miles 

Turn right onto RAINIER AVE S. and drive 3 miles
Turn Right onto S. FERDINAND STREET
Take I-90 West toward SEATTLE 

Take the RAINIER AVE SOUTH exit - EXIT 3A and go 0.2 miles

Stay STRAIGHT to go onto RAINIER AVE S. and go 2.5 miles
Turn RIGHT onto S. FERDINAND STREET
PARKING:  Two hour street parking is available in the immediate neighborhood.  Drive further into the residential areas to find parking with no time limit.  The Columbia City Public Parking lot offers parking at a rate of $1 for every two hours and is located one block east of us on the 3800 block of S. Ferdinand Street across from Kallaloo Caribbean Creole Cuisine.

Other Information

GED Test Preparation Classes:  Call our testing center and we can provide information on various agencies and schools that offer free GED preparation services/classes for both youth and adults in your area.  Some of these agencies assist their clients in paying for the test as well.

ITEMS NEVER ALLOWED IN THE TESTING ROOM:  You may only bring the testing materials we hand you and a beverage into the testing room.  All other non-essential items should be left at home, in your car, or will need to be left with the GED Examiner, including cell phones, purses, backpacks, etc.  NO EXCEPTIONS!  Any cell phone or electronic device taken into our testing room will be permanently confiscated.  We are not responsible for lost or stolen items.  Please refrain from wearing perfume or cologne on the day(s) you test & do not come in for testing if you are sick as you WILL NOT be allowed to test!

SMOKING, LOITERING, LOUD & DISRUPTIVE BEHAVIOR:  Smokers must go for a walk to smoke.  Any smoking, loitering, littering, cheating, falsifying identity, excessively loud or disruptive behavior in or around our building AND the neighboring businesses will absolutely not be tolerated and result in loss of all test privileges & test scores in addition to potential legal action.  This policy is strictly enforced!

Testing is first come, first serve.  We do not make appointments.  Building may be locked until the start of each testing session.

DO NOT show up for testing if you are sick!  YOU WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO TEST & WILL BE REQUIRED TO LEAVE THE TESTING CENTER IMMEDIATELY!!!

GED testing is available in Spanish during every testing session.

Adverse Weather:  We close when Seattle Schools are cancelled for adverse weather.
