Cost for the complete GED battery is $75, or $15 per test or retest.

Registration Procedures

Orientation:  Prospective examinees must attend a GED Pre-Registration Session which is scheduled on Wednesdays at 1:00 p.m.  Bates Orientation session occurs prior to administration of the first test.  This is a 75-minute information session regarding the tests, testing center rules, and testing center procedures.  Examinees should bring an official government-issued photo ID such as a driver's license, state ID card, or passport. There is no cost requirement for this session.
Sign-Up for Testing:  Appointments for all testing are required 24 hours in advance.  GED tests are offered at Bates on Tuesdays and Thursdays.  Examinees need to arrive in the test center 15 minutes prior to scheduled test times and present an official government-issued photo ID such as a driver's license, state ID card, or passport, and payment for each test.

The test times are: 

Tuesdays, 8:15 a.m. (Language Arts - Writing), 11:00 a.m. (Language Arts - Reading), and 1:15 p.m. (Social Studies).  Thursdays from 8:15 a.m. (Math) and 10:30 (Science).

There is a $75 examination fee (must be paid before testing).  Only checks can be processed at the 5:30 orientation session.  Examinees who have taken one or more GED test at other locations must call the office before coming to a testing session. 

Registration Procedures
Sign-Up for Testing:  The GED tests are offered at Bellevue every other week, please call or check the Web site for schedule. · If your photo identification does not include your address, verification of Washington residency can be met by any official document that includes your name and address (i.e. utility bill, voter registration, rental agreement, etc.) 

Bring verification of Social Security Number – Social Security card, military ID card, health insurance card, W-2, tax forms, or any other official form indicating your social security number can serve as verification.

The fee for the entire GED test is $75 ($15 per subject test), and must be paid before testing begins.  If scores have been transferred to SCCC from another GED testing center for part of the test, the fee is $15 for each remaining subject test.  Retest fees are also $15 per subject test.  Cash, checks (made out to SCCC), and credit / debit are accepted until 4:00 PM; after 4:00 PM only exact change cash or checks are accepted.

Registration Procedures
Sign-Up for Testing:  GED tests are given every Tuesday on a walk-in basis, excepting holidays and the last two weeks in June.  Appointments are not necessary.  Examinees should be at the testing office by 8:00 AM with photo ID and any fees for a one time mandatory orientation.  After orientation, testing is conducted from 9:00 AM to noon and from 1:00 to 4:00 PM.. About once per month, on the third Tuesday, testing also continues from 4:30 to 7:00 PM.  NOTE: Math Tests are only given at 9:00 AM and 1:00 PM. The total cost for the five tests is $75.  This fee is non-refundable.  Please bring a check (payable to YVCC), money order, or exact change.  To cost to retake any part of the test is $20 per test.
Registration Procedures
Sign-Up for Testing:  Testing Center is open Tuesday and Thursday evenings 5:00 – 9:00 PM (testing at 6:00 PM) and Saturdays 8:00 AM – 1:00 PM (testing at 9:00 AM).  No pre-registration is necessary.  New examinees must arrive one hour prior to testing time.  Returning examinees must arrive 30 minutes prior to testing time.  Examinees must bring an official government-issued photo ID such as a driver's license, state ID card, military ID card, certificate of US citizenship or naturalization, court-approved ID card, or alien registration or passport, and Social Security card or second piece of ID, and testing fee.

Other Information
GED Test Preparation Classes:  Adults wanting to prepare for the GED (General Education Development) are pre-tested at the adult education centers.  Pre-testing determines areas for additional preparation.  Students are aided through individualized or classroom studies to prepare for taking the GED test.  Students pay a $25 per quarter tuition fee. Students may contact the nearest center for information.  The five learning centers are located in Ellensburg, Sunnyside, Grandview, Toppenish, and Yakima.  The centers offer adults and out-of-school youths many educational opportunities. Adult Basic Education, English-as-a-Second Language, literacy, and GED preparation are available during the normal school year.  A limited number of classes are offered during Summer Quarter.  Classes may be individualized, computer assisted, or offered in small classroom groups.
