Call to Order and Welcome
The meeting was called to order at 10:00 a.m. by Joyce Loveday, President of the Washington Association of Community and Technical Colleges (WACTC). who provided an overview of the agenda.
Approval of Minutes
MOTION: A motion was made and seconded to approve the minutes of May 30, 2025, as presented.

Treasurer’s Report — Bob Mohrbacher, WACTC president- elect
The Treasurer's report emphasized financial sustainability and the importance of data-driven decisions. Comprehensive financial reports were presented, highlighting the need for effective financial management and strategic planning to ensure the long-term stability of the organization.
[bookmark: _Hlk166595146]Executive Committee Report — Joyce Loveday, WACTC president
The Executive Committee report included discussions on effective communication and managing leadership transitions. The focus was on ensuring smooth transitions in leadership roles and maintaining clear and open lines of communication within the organization.
State Board Report — Chris Bailey 
The State Board report, presented by Chris Bailey, highlighted the importance of legislative advocacy and student success initiatives. Key initiatives discussed included Guided Pathways and online program search, which aim to improve student outcomes and support their educational journeys.
Equity Committee Report – Chris Villa
· The Equity Committee strengthened its relationship with the DEOC.
· Challenges included clarifying "muddled" data related to equity gaps, particularly for students with multi-racial backgrounds.
· The committee is working to remain proactive while being responsive to external challenges.
Technology Committee — Jim Lemerond
· The Technology Committee reported that the travel authorization and reimbursement project is now in a six-week proof-of-concept testing phase.
· The negotiation team secured very favorable pricing for the upcoming ConexEd contract.
Operating Budget Committee — Chad Hickox
· Noted that some colleges are not using ctcLink for real-time financial tracking, which hinders system-wide monitoring.
· The committee will prepare a supplemental budget request covering technical corrections for I-732, COLA’s and mental health pilot funding. 
· Update the "end-run" policy to require presidents to report non-sanctioned legislative requests.
· Launch a new system-wide program search feature on the website by October to improve student access to online courses.
Legislative & Public Information Committee Report — Sara Thompson Tweedy
· Created one-page fact sheets on basic education for adults for each congressional district to support federal advocacy efforts.
· [bookmark: _Hlk202960811]The committee will plan the first meeting of its new Federal Task Force Subcommittee.
Capital Budget Committee — Eric Murray 
The Capital Budget Committee confirmed that capital allocations for the current biennium are now available to colleges. This means that the funds allocated for capital projects have been released and colleges can now access these funds for their respective projects.
Educational Services Committee — Rosie Rimando-Chareunsap
The Educational Services Committee announced that the final report from the housing study has been distributed. Additionally, the committee is addressing challenges with fraudulent student accounts and a significant budget cut for the Center of Excellence.
Trustees Report — Wendy Bohlke
Wendy Bohlke presented the Trustee Report, which listed upcoming ACT events for the academic year. These include the Board of Directors Retreat in August, regional award nominations, a Legislative Advocacy Committee meeting during the Fall Conference in November, the ACCT Leadership Congress in October, and the National Legislative Summit in February. She also noted the importance of continued collaboration and participation within the organization.
Adjournment
With no further business, the July 16, 2025, Board of Presidents’ regular meeting adjourned at 11:45 a.m. The next business meeting will be held October 3, 2025.  
Additional WACTC Retreat Business
1. Prior to the business meeting, participants reviewed and updated the allocation model, preparing recommendations for the State Board in August. A live vote, with two abstentions, resulted in approval to submit these recommendations.
MOTION: The motion to present recommendations to the board was made and seconded.

2. A request was made to improve communication protocols, ensuring presidents receive information about funding changes before or at the same time as other college staff.
