National MarkEd and Marketing Skill Standards

Cross-walk Project

In 2002, the Marketing Skill Standards, a project funded by the State Board for Community and Technical Colleges, were published in Washington State.  The Skill Standards were developed by marketing professionals who identified critical work functions, key activities and performance indicators in demand by contemporary employers.

Simultaneously, secondary marketing education professionals were developing model curriculum frameworks for marketing education programs in high schools.  These frameworks were developed around the National Marketing Education Standards developed through MarkEd by industry and education representatives.  In addition, these frameworks align with Washington State Education Reform Goals 1-4 as well as SCANS Competencies and leadership competencies.
To clearly show the relationship between the National Marketing Education Standards (MarkEd) and the Marketing Skill Standards, the Office of the Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) suggested the development of a cross-walk document.  Using a grid showing the level of correlations between the two sets of standards makes it easy to see how relevant both the standards are, and where any gaps and overlaps lie.  

Together, the Office of the Superintendent of Public Instruction and the Pierce County Careers Consortium (grantee for the Marketing Skill Standards Project) commissioned a high school marketing faculty and a community college marketing faculty member to document the correlations between the two sets of standards.  The faculty, Steve Brown and Kim McNamara, found many uses for this project including student advising, course development and increased understanding of employer expectations.  One of the most beneficial uses of this document will be to develop articulation agreements across Washington State.
We hope that marketing faculty will find this report to be helpful in their work.
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
